Objectives and Investment Policy

This Sub-Fund is passively managed.

The objective of this Sub-Fund is to track the performance of MSCI WORLD Index (the "Index"), and to minimize the tracking error between the net asset value of the Sub-Fund
and the performance of the Index. The Sub-Fund aims to achieve a level of tracking error of the Sub-Fund and its Index that will not normally exceed 1%.

The Index is a net total return index, meaning that dividends net of tax paid by the Index constituents are included in the Index return.
The MSCI World Index (the "Index") is a broad global equity index representative of the large and mid-cap markets across developed countries.

Dividend Policy : the accumulation share automatically retains, and re-invests, all attributable income within the Sub-Fund; thereby accumulating value in the price of the
accumulation shares.
